1, Christine A. Jackson, Vice Chancellor for Business and Finance at the University of

{Regents), which operated a solid waste disposal area located at the UNL Agricuitural Research and
Development Center, 1071 County Road G, Ithaca, Saunders County, Nebraska 68033, and as
permatted by the Nebraska Department of Envxronmental Control Permit Number NE 0054216,
hereby give the following notice as required by Neb. Rev. Stat. § 76-2,119 (Reissue 2003) and the
Nebraska Administrative Code, Title 132-Integrated Solid Waste Management Regulations.

1L The Regents have, since June 29, 1971, been in possession of the following
described land:

A part of the Northeast Quarter Section 21, Township 14 North, Range 9 East of the
Sixth P.M., Saunders County, Nebraska more particularly described as follows:
Commencing at a point on the north line of said Section 21, 990 feet east of the
North Quarter Corner of said Section 21; thence south deflection angle 90°00" right
a distance of 660 feet to the true place of beginning; thence east deflection angle
90°00" left a distance of 825 feet; thence south deflection angle 90°00' right a
distance of 660 feet; thence west deflection angle 90°00' right a distance of 825 feet;
thence north deflection angle 90°OO’ right a distance of 660 feet to the place of
beginning.

2. Since March 26, 1981, the Regents disposed of solid waste under the terms
of a solid waste disposal permit issued pursuant to Title 132-Inteprated Solid Waste
Management Regulations promulgated by the Nebraska Department of
Environmenial Quality (NDEQ) on or in the above described land. The solid waste
disposal area was closed on April 21, 1993, Records of operations of the solid waste
disposal area are maintained at the NDEQ, 1200 N Street, Suite 400, Lincoln,
Nebraska 68509, and copies of such records may be obtained there. The area had
previously been used by the United States Department of Defense (USDOD) as a
solid waste disposal area. Records of USDOD’s disposal are maintained at the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers, Environmental Programs Branch, 601 East 12" Street,
Kansas City, Missouri 64106, and copies of such records may be obtained there.

3. The future use of the above described land is restricted under the terms of
Title 132: The post-closure use of the property must not disturb the integrity of
either the containment system or any monitoring system unless the Director of
NDEQ determines that the proposed use (a) will not increase the potential threat
to human health or the environment, or (b} is necessary fo reduce the threat to
human health or environment.

4, The future use of the above described land is also restricted by Article XI,I
paragraphs 22-24, of a Consent Decree entered in United States v. University of
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Nebraska, United States District Court for the District of Nebraska, Casge No.
8:03cv00038 on September 1, 2005, Under the Consent Decree: (&) Use of the
property in any manner that would interfere with or adversely affect the
implementation, integrity, or protectiveness of any response actions that have been,
or may be performed is prohibited; (b) Use of ground water contaminated with any
of the constituents listed in Appendix D of the Consent Decree for human
consumption is prohibited unless it has been treated before use to standards
acceptable to the United States Environmental Protection Agency and Nebraska
Health and Human Services System consistent with the Safe Drinking Water Act
and applicable Nebraska law; {c) The Regents may enforce the requirements of the
Consent Decree against any subsequent owner or transferee of the property; and
(d} The United States Environmental Protection Agency {USEPA) is a third party
beneficiary with authority to enforce the requirements of paragraphs 22-24 of the
Consent Decree.

.5, Attached and incorporated herein are meaps identified as Exhibits A, B, and
C showing the location of the former permitted solid waste disposal area consisting
of the dimensions of the cells in the six trenches that each contained approxzmateiy
43,200 cubic feet of solid waste and the grading plan for such area.

6. Any and all future purchasers of this land should inform themselves of the
requirements of the regulations and type, depth and location of the waste on the
property, as well as the existence of any monitoring systems. This notation shall

run with the land, in perpetuity, and notify any potential purchaser of the above
information. :

A tract of land in the South one-half of Section 16, Township 14 North, Range 9
East of the Sixth P.M., Saunders County, Nebraska more particularly described as
follows: Commencing at the southeast corner of the Southwest Quarter of the
Southwest Quarter of Section 16, thence easterly along the south line of said
Section 16 for a distance of 1,650 feet; then northerly at right angles for a distance
of 660 feet; thence wesierly at right angles for a distance of 660 feet; then
southwesterly to the said point of beginning, contaifing 17.50 acres, more or less,

2. In the 1970s over a two year period, the Regents disposed of laboratory
chemicals in a portion of the above described land in an area approximately three
feet by sixty feet by six feet deep.

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consumption is prohibited unless it has been treated before use to standards
acceptable to the United States Environmental Protection Agency and Nebraska
Health and Human Services System consistent with the Safe Drinking Water Act
and applicable Nebraska law; {d) The Regents may enforce the requirements of the
Consent Decree against any subsequent owner or transferee of the property; and
(e} The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA} is a third party
beneficiary with authority to enforce the requirements of paragraphs 22-24 of the
Consent Decree.

5. Attached and incorporated herein are maps identified as Exhibits A and B-1
and B-2 showing the location of the North Proving Ground/Burning Ground-U.S.
Munitions Disposal Area and the approximate area of UNL chemical disposal within
such area.
