DIVISION, can be reached at their main office in Jefferson 
City by calling (573) 751-3313, 1(800) 525-5555 or Troop A at 
(816) 622-0800.
• MISSOURI DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION should be 
reached if you hit an animal or see a wounded animal. Contact 
them at (816) 271-3111. They will need to know what kind of 
animal it is, what happened, and the location of the animal.

• ALL VEHICLES AND/OR BOATS require an 
entry fee into the park. 
•When attendants are not on duty, please PAY 
THE HONOR BOXES provided at each entrance. 
• Non-motorized boats less then 14’ in length and 
canoes are not required to have a pass.

• A VALID LICENSE is required for Season Pass 
purchases.
• August 1st Season Passes become HALF PRICE.
• Season Passes may be purchased at the following 
locations during business hours. 
	

•Cash, Check, MasterCard, Visa and Discover are 
accepted at the Park Office and Campgrounds Only.

• Senior Season passes can be purchased by 
persons who are or will turn 62 OF AGE OR OLDER 
by the end of the year.
• Each Senior is LIMITED TO ONE Season Vehicle 
Pass, or one Vehicle/Boat Combo Pass per year. 
Senior Season Passes are assigned to the purchaser 
for their PERSONAL USE ONLY.

• A pass for your vehicle is REQUIRED when 
launching a boat.
• This pass is an excellent choice for those that 
camp and have a camping vehicle pass already 
and is also recommended  for slip holders with a 
vehicle only pass and multiple boats.

Clay County Personal Property Taxpayers
will be eligible for a discount on season passes.

* Must provide a 2013 PAID property tax RECEIPT.
* Only ONE DISCOUNTED pass PER RECEIPT.
* ALL TAXPAYER pass PURCHASES must be  
MADE AT THE PARK OFFICE.
* Taxpayer discount EXPIRES JULY 31ST.
