2015 Duck Blind Drawing
Long Branch Lake

The US Army Corps of Engineers annual drawing for duck blind sites at Long Branch Lake will be held at the Long Branch Project Office on Saturday, September 26 at 9:00 a.m. Pre-drawing registration will be from 8:00 to 8:45 a.m. The drawing will determine the order in which hunters select blind sites.  A maximum of 1 duck blind site per family (household) will be issued.  

To be eligible for the drawing, the following is required:
1. A valid Missouri Small Game hunting license.
1. A 2015 Federal Duck Stamp.
1. Migratory Bird Hunting Permit
1. Must be 18 years of age.

 Persons issued duck blind drawing ticket must be present to select a duck blind location.
