No electricity at campsites, all water borne buildings will be closed.  Vault toilets will be open and cleaned by volunteers periodically.  Dump Station will be closed once water is shut off to campground.

Damsite Park:    No fees charged, water available throughout campground until mid-late October (depending upon weather).  After that no water available in park.  No electricity available at campsites.  All water borne buildings will be closed.  Vault toilets will be open and cleaned by volunteers periodically.  Dump Station will be closed once water is shut off to campground.

Outlet Park:  No fees charged.  Water will be available in the campground all winter.  No electricity available at campsites.  Most water borne facilities will be open and cleaned by volunteers until October 31 (depending upon weather and availability of volunteers), after that date all water borne facilities will be closed.  Vault toilets will be open and cleaned by volunteers.  Dump Station will be open all year.

Wheatland Landing:    No fees charged, water available throughout campground until mid-late October (depending upon weather).  After that no water available in park.  No electricity available at campsites.  All water borne buildings will be closed.  Vault toilets will be open and cleaned by volunteers periodically.  Dump Station will be closed once water is shut off to campground.

Lightfoot Landing:  No fees charged, water available throughout campground until mid-late October (depending upon weather).  After that no water available in park.  No electricity available at campsites.  All water borne buildings will be closed.  Vault toilets will be open and cleaned by volunteers periodically.  Dump Station will be closed once water is shut off to campground.

Pittsburg Area
Pittsburg campground loops 200 and 300 are open March through November (closed December through February).  Loops 100 and 400 are open year-round. The yurts and the lake house lodging unit are open year round.


Pittsburg Landing:  Electricity to Host site can be turned off as soon as the Volunteer Host has left the site.

Nemo:  Electricity to all campground should be left on until the morning of Oct. 2nd.  At least the CXT showerhouse and adjoining CXT restroom facility should be left open and useable until morning of Oct. 2nd.  After Oct. 2nd all electricity to campground should be turned off.  If the Park Attendant or Park Custodian is still on their site,  electricity should be left on to their sites.  

Damsite:  Electricity to all campground should be left on until the morning of Oct. 2nd	Both showerhouses should remain open until morning of Oct. 2nd.

Outlet:  Electricity to all campground should be left on until the morning of Oct. 2nd  The CXT showers/flush toilet should remain open until the morning of Oct. 2nd.  After that it will depend upon availability of volunteers to clean the facilities whether or not they stay open.
