Ice Safety
	Rathbun Lake currently has approximately 95% ice cover.  What ice thickness is safe?
The US Army Corps of Engineers does not declare ice conditions to be safe at any time due to the amount of variables. 
 If you decide you must go out on the ice, the following illustration provides general guidelines on ice thickness:

Note: these guidelines are for new, clear solid ice. 
Many factors other than thickness can cause ice to be unsafe.
White ice or "snow ice" is only about half as strong as new clear ice.  Double the above thickness guidelines when traveling on white ice.

[bookmark: _GoBack]We are currently releasing 1500 cfs through the outlet works at Rathbun, lowering the water level by approximately .2” per day.  Lowering the lake level from under the ice pack may cause the ice to “bridge” leaving an air space between the ice and the water’s surface causing unsafe conditions.  Always test the ice before venturing out to ensure this condition does not exist.
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
