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U.S. Army Corps of Engineers weekend water safety reminder and lake
conditions

KANSAS CITY, Mo — High Lake levels mean new hazards for boaters as items which were previously

visible above water are now submerged. Approximately 700 recreational boaters die each year due to
boating mishaps.

Each year, approximately 6,000 people drown in the United States. Drowning is the SECOND leading
cause of accidental deaths for persons 15-44 years of age. What is really surprising is that two-thirds of the
people who drown never had any intention of being in the water!

Corps officials urge everyone spending time at the lakes to wear properly fitting life jackets whenever they
are on or near the water. It only takes 20 seconds for a child to drown without a life jacket and 60 seconds
for an adult. Statistics show that 96 percent of those who drown at Corps lakes may have survived if they

had been wearing a life jacket, and more than half of the incidents involved alcohol. Please wear your life

jackets when you're at the lake. It won't work if you don't wear it!

As the nation’s largest provider of water recreation, Corps lake representatives are committed to taking a
leadership role in reducing the number of water-related accidents and drowning. Please visit our water
safety Web site at http://watersafety.usace.army.mil to find water safety tips, a list of water safety education
events throughout the country and many interactive games and activities for everyone to enjoy.
