The site is south half of S 32, T 26 S, R 1 W, Sedgwick County, Kansas. It is currently under cultivation but is
proposed for residential development. The site is gently sloping to the south towards Cadillac Lake/Pracht Wetlands and
is on a paleoterrace of the Arkansas River (several miles away).

A 0.10-acre depressional wetland was documented. It is along a swale drain in the wheat field. This drain is
nearly level, lacking an ordinary high water mark, and is farmed through. It lacks the hydrophytic vegetation,
hydrology, and hydric soil indicators to be classified a wetland. Because this swale is not a wetland or an other water, it
does not provide a legal connection between the depressional wetland and Cadillac Lake.
